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2005 HOSPICE UTILIZATION AND COST DATA 

 
Attached is a copy of the 2005 Hospice Utilization and Cost Data Report for hospices certified under 
Article 40 of the Public Health Law.  A total of 50 hospices reported in 2005.  A summary of the 2005 data 
is provided below. 
 
• There was an 4.0% increase in the number of admissions in 2005.  A total of 36,498 admissions were 

reported compared to 35,084 admissions in 2004.  The unduplicated number of patients served was 
39,816, which is an 4.6% increase from the previous year. 

 
• The average length of stay increased from 50.6 days in 2004 to 55.4 days in 2005, representing a 9.5% 

increase.  The following table lists the percentage of discharged patients by length of stay category.

• Reported median lengths of stay ranged from 10 days to 56 days.  Thirty-seven hospices reported a 

median length of stay of 20 days or less.  A median length of stay of 21 to 25 days was reported by 3 
programs.  The remaining 10 hospices reported a median length of stay of 26 to 56 days. 

 
• A total of 213 AIDS patients received hospice services in 2005, which is a 85.2% increase from the 115 

AIDS patients served in 2004. AIDS patients served represent .3% of the reported 2005 ‘presumed 
living’ AIDS cases (excluding inmates).  

 
• The total number of home care days increased by 6.8% from last year, while the total number of 

inpatient days decreased by .4%. A total of 1,842,764 home care days (including continuous home care) 
and 101,414 inpatient days (including respite) were reported.  Total home care days as a percentage of 
the total hospice days was 94.8%. 

 
• Of the 36,151 reported discharges, there were 30,655 deaths and 5496 live discharges.  Deaths 

occurring in either the patient’s home, a hospice residence or a nursing home represented 70.4% of the 
total deaths, while 29.5% occurred in an inpatient (or respite) setting. 

 
• There was no significant change in the percentage of admissions by primary payer from 2004 to 2005.  

The breakdown of admissions by primary payer for 2005 was as follows: Medicare 81%; Other 
Insurance 7.7%; Blue Cross 5.4%; Medicaid 5.2%; Charity Care .4%; and Self Pay .3%. 

 
• Hospice expenditures totaled $389,424,446, which represents a 9.7% increase over the $355,149,273 

reported in 2004.  Revenues totaled $405,966,243, thus resulting in a statewide surplus of $16.5 million 
for the hospice program.  This compares to a $14.8 million dollar surplus in the previous year and 
represents an 11.5% increase in the surplus amount.  Revenues included $380,158,964 in patient care 
revenues and $25,807,279 in grants, gifts and donations.  Patient care revenue represented 97.6% of the 
total hospice expenditures as compared to 97% in 2004. 
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• The breakdown of the patient care revenues by primary payer for 2005 was as follows:  Medicare 

72.2%; Medicaid 20.1%; Other Insurance 4.5%; Blue Cross 3.0%; and Self Pay .2%.  This compares to 
the 2004 breakdown of:  Medicare 71.5%; Medicaid 19.0%; Other Insurance 5.6%; Blue Cross 2.9%; 
and Self Pay 1.0%.  

  
• The average per patient expenditure increased from $9329 to $9781.  The national Medicare per patient 

aggregate cap for the period November 1, 2005 to October 31, 2006 is $20,585.  The highest average 
per patient expenditure for a New York State hospice was $14,512.  

 
• A total of 335,275 volunteer hours were reported, which represents a 4.1% increase from the previous 

year.  A cost savings of $6,688,462 was attributed to volunteers, who provided 9.1% of the patient care 
hours reported for paid and contracted staff in 2005.   

 
• A total of 8844 nursing home residents received hospice services in 2005.  This represents a 12.6% 

increase from the 7851 nursing home residents served in 2004.  Nursing home patients represent 22.2 % 
of all hospice patients served.   Forty-eight hospices have entered into 475 contracts with nursing homes 
for provision of the hospice/nursing home benefit.  

 
• Six hospice residences were operational in 2005.  A total of 284 patients were served in a residence 

setting.  The total number of hospice residence days was 12,173.
